Now
recognised across the UK and beyond as a BBC Dragons' Den success
story, Barenaked Foods began life on a more modest scale. Owned and
developed by Ross Mendham, the business started life from a small
house in Norfolk, where around 200 packets of konjac noodles were
personally packed and posted by Ross and his wife Kelly. 7 years
later, Barenaked Foods are now available to buy in Tesco, Waitrose,
Morrisons and Sainsbury's, as well as online retailers Ocado and
Amazon UK. The Barenaked Foods brand can also be found in retailers
across Ireland, Australia and the Middle East while overall
distribution has now increased from 200 to 50,000 packets of pasta
per week.

Barenaked
Foods is also experiencing an increase in popularity on social media,
especially on the worldwide photo and video sharing network,
Instagram. The brand's audience has developed alongside current
trends for healthy eating, plant based or meat free meals and a
greater awareness of gluten free diets, which are essential for those
living with autoimmune disorders, including coeliac disease.

Barenaked Noodles and Rice have also caught the attention of celebrities and
influencers, who enjoy them as part of a balanced/restricted diet or
to aid their weight management plans.
