The UK’s leading membership organisation for amateur musicians, Making Music, will celebrate Music
Day on 21 June with a series of concerts and workshops in England, Scotland and Wales, led by
amateur musicians.

Established in 2013, Music Day UK is a nationwide event which encourages everyone to get involved
with playing and listening to live music, in a wide range of venues. It forms part of International Music
Day, which began in France in 1982 and is now celebrated in over 120 countries and 700 cities each
year on the 21 June.

Turn up, grab a
lyric sheet and raise your voice in celebration beneath the spectacular backdrop of Edinburgh Castle.

Professional vocal coach Janna Goodwille, will lead a singing workshop outside City Hall. Janna has a

Diploma in Community Music Workshop Skills and will lead a relaxed two hour singing session, which
people can join and leave as they like.
