Audiences will be free to spectate from the ocean-facing bar and on the beach before joining performers
by the water if they wish. There will also be an unveiling of a specially commissioned, permanent
photographic image of Swanage Swimmers in the Mowlem foyer and an accompanying exhibition of
individual swimmers. A short film is being made by local sward winning documentary filmmaker Steven
Lake that follows the swimmers as they prepare for the event.
